( Isaiah Chapter 6 verses 1-9a; page 751 )

‘Whom shall I send ? Who will be Our messenger ?’

And I replied,
‘I will go ! Send me !’

So He told me to go to give His message to the people.
And I went.”

Jesus’s Ascension.
( Luke  Chapter 24 verses 45-53, page 1168 )

Look ! Look !
ALL : Jesus ! It’s Jesus !

Pentecost : the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.
( Acts Chapter 2 verses 1-4 , 14 and 41, page 1205 )

Does God still anoint and fill people with His 
Holy Spirit ?
Yes, if we ask Him.

ALL : Please, God, fill us with Your Holy Spirit.

Please remain sitting as we sing twice Spirit of the Living God
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Message.
